DANCE LOG TUTORIALS
TUTORIAL 1 - INTRODUCING THE DANCE LOG

The dance log is a simple diary application that allows you to document your Choreographic processes. The dance log is accessed by clicking on the dance log tab at the top of the screen. You must have a Choreographic Portfolio open, in order to be able to access this feature. The dance log screen is composed of three sections, a list of all your log entries on the left hand side, a viewing area for viewing your dance log and an editing area with a toolbar for editing the text of your dance log and adding images. There is one dance log available per Choreographic Portfolio but that dance log may contain as many log entries as you require.

TUTORIAL 2 - CREATING ENTRIES

To create an entry in your dance log click on the “Add” button, a new entry is added to the list and the title of the entry is today’s date and the time of when the log entry was created. Log entries cannot be re-named; their name is always the date and time of their creation. To delete a log entry, select it in the list and click the “Delete” button. You can then either confirm or cancel the deletion.
TUTORIAL 3 - EDITING ENTRIES

To edit the text of a dance log entry simply click in the text area at the bottom of the screen and type. To see your text in the view you must click the “Refresh” button. You may also paste text from a word processor or other text editing application. Again, to see your pasted text, click on the “Refresh” button. To delete text, simply delete it in the editor, and click the “Refresh” button. 

TUTORIAL 4 - ATTACH IMAGES

You may also attach an image to a dance log entry. To attach an image, click the “Attach” button and choose an image from your hard disk. Once you have selected the image, click “Attach”. The image becomes attached to your dance log entry. To delete the image, simply click on the “Delete attachment” button. At this point you can either confirm the deletion or choose not to delete. 

TUTORIAL 5 - SORTING ENTRIES

In this example you can see I have three log entries, all created on the 16th of February, at 11.08, 11.14 and 11.15, and you can see that they are displayed with the most recent entry as the last one in the list. However, you may choose to reverse the order of the listing by going to the “Actions” menu and choosing “Most recent first”. This then displays your dance log on reverse chronological order, starting with the most recent posting and finishing with the oldest one. To revert back to chronological order, simply click on the “Actions” button and choose “Most recent last”. The view is then displayed in forward chronological order once again.

TUTORIAL 6 - EXPORT TO FOLDER

You can export your dance log to a folder on your hard disk. To do this go to the “Actions” menu on the toolbar in the dance log screen and select export log to folder. A dialogue box appears prompting you to choose a location to export your dance log to. This may be any location on your hard disk. Once you have made your choice of destination, click “Select”. A message then appears to tell you where your dance log has been saved to, and what the name of the dance log will be on your hard disk. Click “OK” to dismiss this message. If you now go to the folder where you saved your dance log you can see a folder has been created. The name of this folder will be your name, then the words “Dance log” and then some numbers which represent the date on which the dance log was created and the time of day. Going inside the dance log folder reveals a folder of images, which contains all of the images which are required to display your dance log and an HTML file called index. You may then double click on this file to view your dance log inside your web browser.
