MY CHOREOGRAPHIC TUTORIALS
TUTORIAL 1 - HOME SCREEN

When you first launch “Choreographic” you are immediately taken to the home screen which is called “My Choreographic”. From here you can use the tabs at the top of the screen to access various different sections of the application. Not every section is available immediately and the ones you can access straight away are “My Choreographic”, the “Study Centre”, the “Music”, the “Video”, the “Tutorials” and the “Credits”. In order to access the “Theatre”, the “Mood Board” and the “Dance Log” you must first create a Choreographic Portfolio. 

TUTORIAL 2 - CREATE A PORTFOLIO

A Choreographic Portfolio is a single file which contains everything that you produce while you are working with the application. It contains all of your choreography, your mood boards, your dance log, as well as additional files such as word documents and video files which you may choose to attach. To create a portfolio, go to the My Choreographic screen and click “Create a Portfolio”. In the dialogue box, click on “Next”. At this point you may enter your name and click on “Next”. If you are studying on a course, you may type in the title of the course here. And if you have a module which you are currently working on, you may enter the module name or the unit title here. If you are not studying on a course simply click the “I am not studying on a course” check box, and click “Next”. Here you may give your Choreographic Portfolio a name. The application automatically generates a portfolio name, but you may change it to anything you want. Once you have decided on a name, click “Next”. You may decide to use a pass word to protect your choreographic portfolio. You may enter any password you like, then retype it exactly as above. If you think you may have trouble remembering your password, you can provide a password hint. If you don’t wish to use a password, simply click on the “I don’t want to use a password” check box, and click “Next”. You are now finished. Click on “Start” to begin working with your Choreographic Portfolio. You are prompted to save your portfolio to your hard disk, and you are now ready to begin.
TUTORIAL 3 - OPEN A PORTFOLIO

To open a portfolio that you created earlier in the “My Choreographic” screen, click on “Open a Portfolio”. Navigate to the folder where you saved your portfolio and select the file. Then click “Open”.

TUTORIAL 4 - ATTACHMENTS

Choreographic portfolios support attachments. Attachments are any type of file which you think should be included with your choreographic portfolio, for example this could be a word document, a video file, a sound file or indeed any other type of file that you wish to attach. To attach a file to your portfolio, click on the “Attach” button. You are prompted to select a file to attach. So, for example, here is a piece of video. To attach this piece of video to My Choreographic portfolio, I would simple select the file, and click “Attach File”. The video has now been imported as an attachment to the Choreographic Portfolio. Similarly, you may have a document such as an essay that you have been writing, it is easy to attach this in the same way. Simply click the “Attachment” button, select the file and click “Attach file”.
TUTORIAL 5 - EXPORT ATTACHMENTS

At any time you can export all of your attached files to a folder on your hard disk. This is done by going to the actions menu, in the “My Choreographic” screen and choosing “Export attachments to folder”. Create a location to export your attachments to. In this case we are going to create a folder inside “My Documents” and call it “My Files”. Say ok, and then looking inside the “My Documents” folder we find the folder called “My Files” which contains both of the files that we exported from My Choreographic.
TUTORIAL 6 - REMOVE ATTACHMENTS

You may choose to remove an attached file at any time, simply by selecting the file in the attachments list, going to the actions menu and choosing “Remove selected attachment”. If you are sure you wish to proceed, click on “Delete attachment” and the file is removed.

TUTORIAL 7 - UPDATE USER INFORMATION

You may update the user information stored in your Choreographic Portfolio at any time. Go to the “Actions” menu and choose “Update user information”. You may then change the name, the portfolio name, the course title, the unit or module title, your password information and whether or not you are studying on a course or wish to use a password. Then simply click “Update”, and the information will be updated in your portfolio.
TUTORIAL 8 - SAVING A PORTFOLIO

There is no “Save” command in Choreographic. Instead the application continually monitors changes that you make anywhere in your Choreographic Portfolio. This includes changes to the choreographic information, work that you do in the theatre, mood boards that you create and dance logs that you create. All of this information is continually saved to your Choreographic Portfolio file on disk, whenever you make an edit. Therefore all you have to do at the end of your work is simply click on “Close portfolio” or else close the application using the close box in the top right hand corner of the screen. When you re-open your portfolio, everything is restored to exactly the same state as you left it.
