STUDY CENTRE TUTORIALS
TUTORIAL 1 - INTRODUCING THE STUDY CENTRE

The study centre is the resource section of Choreographic. You can access the study centre by clicking on the “Study centre” tab at the top of the screen. You do not need to have a choreographic portfolio open to be able to access the study centre. On the left hand side are a list of all the section headings, and on the right, is the study centre view. If you are working on a small screen you may select a section and then reduce the width of the list in order to give more of your screen space to the view. To bring back the list click on the arrow, “►”, to expand it.

TUTORIAL 2 - NAVIGATION

Within each section there is a navigation bar. So for example, within section one, Basic Components of Dance, you have a “Summary”, “Actions”, “Space”, “Dynamics” and “Relationships”. Sometimes there is a second navigation bar. So for example, within “Relationships” we have “Solo”, “Duet”, “Group work”, “Audience”, “Contact work”, “lifts” and a “Choreographic assignment”. This is how the navigation system of the study centre works. 
TUTORIAL 3 - ACESSING VIDEO CLIPS

Some sections of the study centre contain links to video clips. For example here is a task in the Travelling section. There is a link to a video clip called Actions One. To view this clip, simply click on the link and after a few moments the video will start. You may pause the video frame, and use the step forward and step backward buttons to examine the video frame by frame. To change the volume, click and hold the volume button and move the slider up and down. To start the video playing again, click on the play button. To close the video clip window click on the close button, and this will return you to the study centre where you left off.
