The training sessions have involved physically demanding dance and drill practice sessions with giant props, including a 30-metre long replica of the Clyde Auditorium, affectionately known as The Armadillo. This requires military precision levels of discipline to handle the giant prop and is all part of the cast member preparations as they get ready to showcase Scotland's proud heritage and culture to an expected global audience of one billion. While the performance itself remains under wraps, it promises to be truly unique experience for everyone involved.
