5 FUNDED PLACES FOR EAST END DANCERS TO TAKE PART IN PROJECT Y 2009
YDance is delighted to announce that as a result of funding from the Glasgow East Regeneration Agency (GERA) they are able to offer 5 young dancers from the East End of Glasgow a bursary to take part in Project Y 2009. Project Y, Scotland’s Contemporary Youth Dance Company, takes place from the 6 July to 1 August at the Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama in Glasgow and is open to dancers aged between 16 and 21 who want to develop their skills with a view to progressing to professional dance training. 
OPEN AUDITION
To find people to take up these bursaries YDance is running an open audition at the Platform, Easterhouse on Tuesday 24 February 2009 from 1.30pm to 3.30pm. This is an excellent opportunity for any young dancer living in the East End of Glasgow. The audition will involve a contemporary class, an informal interview and a short presentation on Project Y and what participants can expect from the experience. 
Andy Howitt (YDance Artistic Director) commented:

‘I am delighted that GERA has been able to give us funds to offer 5 young people from the East End a bursary to take part this year. I am hoping that lots of young dancers from the East End will be able to come along on the 24th and showcase their dance skills!’
Young dancers from the East End who have already submitted an application for Project Y 2009 will automatically be considered for one of the bursaries.


WHAT’S INVOLVED
Project Y will take place over four weeks in summer 2009 (6 July – 1 August). Participants explore a range of contemporary dance styles – street, break, creative etc - with Andy Howitt and other guest choreographers and in the final week tour arts venues across Scotland with a selection of innovative dance pieces.
